Format: 
Stage 1 - Qualifying 
All bowlers will bowl 10 games in one appearance in their nominated squad. The top 15 Males and top 
15 Females based on scratch pinfall after qualifying will go through to Stage 2. 
 
The remainder of the field will then have handicap added to their stage 1 pinfall. The leading 8 bowlers 
will be awarded prize money. Handicap will be 90% of 200. Winner will be decided on accumulated 
pinfall with handicap. There will be no extra bowling for the graded consolation round – places will be 
awarded based on qualifying. 
 
Stage 2 – Matchplay Final 
The Top 15 Males and Top 15 Females from Stage 1 will bowl an additional 8 games. The first 7 games 
will be in 3 per pair matchplay format, followed by a positional round of 1 v 2 v 3, 4 v 5 v 6, and so on. 
 
Point System 
Points will be awarded on 20 for a win, 10 for second and 0 for third. In the event of a tie, points will be 
shared.

ALL BOWLERS MUST SHOW PROOF OF TBA MEMBERSHIP AT CHECK-IN 
 
It is recommended that all bowlers purchase their 2011 TBA membership online 
prior to attending the event. Remember that in 2011, Silver membership is 
required for all bowlers who wish to gain ranking points on the TBA National 
Rankings Program  
 
Registration Applications will be available at Werribee Superbowl if required. 
 
Squad listings will be updated on a regular basis via the TBA web site at www.tenpin.org.au. 
 
A "Reserves" list will be shown on the web site where bowlers will be put if requesting a 
particular squad that is currently full. TBA will add the bowlers names and the squads they have 
requested to that list. The bowlers should identify a second preference and will be added to that 
second preference squad as well. 
 

Bowlers who have paid either the deposit or full payment will be coloured RED and their squads 
confirmed. 
 

All other bowlers have until Friday December 3rd to pay either the deposit or full payment to 
confirm their spots. After that time, spots will be given to Reserves that have paid and requested 
a particular squad. 



Rules: 
1. This event is open to all 2011 TBA Registered Players who have not reached their 23rd 

birthday on the 1st January 2011. This event will be a nationally ranked tournament for youth 
bowlers based upon the bowler’s scratch scores. Bowlers outside of Stage 2 Matchplay 
Final will receive ranking points based on their qualifying position. Participants will be 
required to produce proof of payment of their 2011 TBA Registration fees at check-in. 

2. Bowlers are required to check-in at the tournament room prior to the designated time each 
day of the tournament. Bowling will commence after a short briefing. 

3. TBA Rules and Regulations, including the Code of Conduct, shall apply at all times. 
4. No Smoking is permitted whilst a bowler is participating in the event until either the end of 

the days play or the bowler is eliminated from the event. Mobile phones must be switched off 
whilst bowling. 

5. Any bowler wishing to leave the lanes during this tournament must first obtain the 
permission of the Tournament Director or an event official. 

6. Any protests must be lodged with the Tournament Director before the tournament prize fund 
is paid and then confirmed in writing with Tournament Director or TBA within 48 hours of the 
completion of the tournament. 

7. Dress Code – All bowlers are required to wear neat, suitable attire at all times. Bowling shirts 
and long pants/skirts are preferred (Denim jeans, track pants, leggings, bike shorts or T-
shirts are not permitted). Men may wear neat shorts providing they are approved by the 
Tournament Director. Ladies may bowl in tailored shorts/skorts/long pants or ¾ pants. This 
rule will be strictly enforced. 

8. Bowlers not checked in by the advertised time will be disqualified and will have no claim on 
any prize money. 

9. Any ties for 15th position after Stage 1 or first place at the completion of the Matchplay will be 
decided by a one game play off. Any ties in the 15 after Matchplay or any paying consolation 
scores will share the prize money of the tied positions.
